About Sri Aurobindo Ghose

"The teacher is not an instructor or taskmaster; he is a helper and guide. His profession is to
suggest and motivate, not to impose. He does not actually train the pupil’s mind; he only shows the
path to perfection, helps him learn instruments of knowledge, and encourages him in the process.”

Born in Calcutta in 1872, Sri Aurobindo Ghose was a remarkable figure who donned several hats:
poet, philosopher, educationist, freedom fighter, and yogi. His journey began with an education in
England, but his heart always remained tethered to his motherland. Returning to India in 1893, he
embarked on a path of service, working for the Maharaja of Baroda.

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G20 Cultural-Cum-Academic Event

To commemorate India’s G20 presidency under the theme ‘Vasudaiva Kutumbkam’, the University
of Delhi organized a series of cultural and academic events centred around the Summit. The
university selected 18 nodal centres with 15 colleges and 3 departments, then assigned one country
each from the G20. It was a privilege for Sri Aurobindo College to be chosen to represent China. The
students and teachers of the college left no stone unturned to celebrate the India-China relationship.
The flurry of activities began with a pan India speech competition on the topic ‘SHARED HISTORY,
SHARED FUTURE: THE ENDURING BOND OF FRIENDSHIP BETWEEN INDIA AND CHINA’ held on 13th
September 2023. 18 colleges across Delhi University participated and shed light on the unexplored
terrain of the Indo-China relationship. Ojasvi Gupta from Bharti College, Mansvi Bangarh from Ram
Lal Anand College and Sharanyam from PGDAV College won the first, second and third prizes,
respectively. This was followed by an Academic cum Cultural event "Strengthening Ties: India-China
Relationship " on 29th September 2023 in the college premises.

These programmes aimed to promote cordial, constructive, and cooperative relations between the
two neighbouring nations by showcasing the culinary and cultural capital through an Indo-Chinese
food festival and cultural performances displaying the rich heritage of the two nations. The zeal and
zest with which the college celebrated the Chinese nation could be seen everywhere, from the red
saris that the faculty wore representing the Chinese flag to the captivating Chinese dolls and fans
adorning different spaces of the college. The two enormous dragons that guarded the entrance to
the event were the most awe-inspiring of all decorations created by 3Ps- The Creative Arts Society
of the college.

The event commenced with a solemn lamp lighting ceremony followed by the mellifluous confluence
of Saraswati Vandana and Buddhist chants. This harmonious fusion of Indian and Chinese music left
the audience awestruck and set the right notes for the rest of the event. Prof. Vipin Kumar Aggarwal,
Principal of the College welcomed all the dignitaries and iterated that if the two most populated
countries of the world come together, it will be a force to reckon with. Chief Guest of the event, Mr.
Anoop Lather, Chairperson of The Steering Committee, Culture Council, University of Delhi,
described the India-China relationship as an 'integrated circuit' that would need a meeting of hearts,
minds and souls.

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DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES

BOTANY DEPARTMENT

The department organised a photography excursion to Bharatpur, Rajasthan, in October
2023 under the SEC paper ‘Viewing and Capturing Diversity in Nature’'.

Under the supervision of Dr. Anil Kr. Mavi, B.Sc. 1st Sem students were awarded the best
poster presentation award for their poster entitled “Study of Different Types of Fungus in
Indian Origin” at the International Symposium on Global Science for Global Well Being,
organized by the School of Biosciences IMS University Course Campus, Ghaziabad, UP.

The department supervises three ongoing projects: the Mushroom spawn project,
Mushroom Cultivation, and Vermicomposting. These projects were started with the vision
of inculcating in our students the idea of entrepreneurship.

On 24 April 2023, the department students visited a mushroom facility and Yakult factory to
observe a large-scale production facility.

The department of Botany, led by Professor Rashmi Mathur, published its first-ever
magazine in 2024. The publication features creative works by students, including articles,
poems, and project reports. Notably, the magazine also includes a QR code for every tree on
the college campus, which is a remarkable highlight of the publication.

The department organised a talk on the topic, ‘Role of Botanists in Viksit Bharat@2047’ on
18 April 2024. Prof. Rupam Kapoor, Professor, Department of Botany, University of Delhi was
the speaker for the event.

The College appointed one Assistant Professor in the Department of Botany on a permanent
basis.

Dr. Rashmi Mathur, Associate Professor, Department of Botany was promoted to Professor
Rashmi Mathur.

CHEMISTRY DEPARTMENT

The department created eco-enzyme in their lab, bottled it, and distributed it in the
surrounding areas in collaboration with Paryavaran Sanrakshan Gatividhi (PSG). Additionally,
the department's faculty members educated the nearby community about eco-bricks to
reduce plastic waste.

Prof. Pramod Kumar is the coordinator of the Subject Expert Group (SEG) for Environment
and Sustainable Resource Management of Unnat Bharat Abhiyan (UBA), a flagship program
of the Ministry of Education, Government of India.

The College appointed six Assistant Professors in the Department of Chemistry on a
permanent basis.

COMMERCE DEPARTMENT

The department conducted an orientation cum induction programme on 16 August 2023.
The event marked the beginning of the new academic session.

The Freshers Day event organised by Aakraya - The Commerce Association of Sri Aurobindo
College on 5 September, 2023 was a resounding success. In conjunction with Freshers Day,
Aakraya also celebrated Teachers Day, honoring the invaluable contributions of educators.
Aakraya hosted an illuminating speaker session on the theme of "Transforming India's Coal
to Gold" on 25 October 2023. The session featured Mr. Anil Swarup, an eminent figure and
former Coal Secretary of India, whose profound insights and wealth of experience left an
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indelible impact on all attendees.

In collaboration with EY and AIESEC, students of Sri Aurobindo College, coordinated a
pioneering Climate Change Case Study Competition at the prestigious Indian Institute of
Technology (lIT), Delhi on 8 November, 2023.

On 5 December 2023, Le Meridien hotel in New Delhi hosted a collaborative event between
QS (Quacquarelli Symonds) and AAKRAYA: The Commerce Association, known as the
Master's Fair. The event was a success and created a lively atmosphere for all attendees.
The department facilitated an educational visit for 56 students to the Yakult industry on 6
February, 2024. The students were warmly welcomed by the PR team at Yakult and were
taken to a beautifully decorated display room.

On 17 February 2024, the Department of Commerce, under the Aegis of IQAC and in
collaboration with the Skill Enhancement Committee at the University of Delhi, organised a
one-day workshop on "Financial Modelling with Excel". The workshop aimed to cover various
aspects of finance, such as time value of money, annuity, loan amortization, bond valuation,
option payoffs, put call parity, option strategies, and more.

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COMPUTER SCIENCE DEPARTMENT

Department organized a live screening of Hon'ble Prime Minister Narender Modi ji’s live
telecast of laying the foundation stone of three semiconductor facilities of about X1.25 lakh
crore, which include two in Gujarat and one in Assam on 13 March 2024. Faculty members
and students of Sri Aurobindo College watched the live streaming.

ECONOMICS DEPARTMENT

LIBRARY DEVELOPMENT

Considering the significance of a library for any institution, our college has a dedicated space allotted
for the collection and upkeep of books. The library boasts of a rich collection of books whose
recordkeeping is completely computerised as the library employs NET LIB software to organise its
databases.

The library houses more than sixty-four thousand books and subscribes to several newspapers,
magazines and e-journals. This exhaustive collection includes books from disciplines like Botany,
Zoology, English, Mathematics, Physics, Chemistry, Life Science etc. The library has separate funds to
replenish with the books each year where the fund allocated to each department is according to the
students in the discipline. In 2023-24, a total of 1084 books were added to the existing collection.
Additionally, 14000 was spent on the renewal of the AMC software; a management software that
helps in keeping track, inventory management and aids in other library maintenance activities.
Apart from the in-house collection, the library has subscribed to National Library and information
services Infrastructure for scholarly Content (N-list) e-resources. The N-list is a comprehensive
database, a component of e-Shodh Sindhu. The programme provides access to more than 6000+ e-
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journals and 3164000+ e-books. Students and faculty members can use N-list. The list covers all
disciplines i.e, pure science, social sciences, and humanities including language and linguistics, and
in 2023-24, X5900 was spent for the renewal of N-list (INFILIBNET). In addition to this N-list, the
library has a separate section of journals and reference material especially for teachers.

There is the provision of a reading room with a capacity of 100 people at a time. The reading room
comprises a quiet, spacious seating area for the students and provides daily newspapers and
magazines. An entry register is maintained and kept at main entrance of the library to record the
daily attendance of students and teachers separately. In 2023-24, installation of projector in the
reading room incurred an expense of 15930.

The college library is fully automated and the records of borrowed and deposited books are
maintained. The library updates its resources via regular purchase of print and e resources and
software. It subscribes to the N-List, DELNET and NDL and provides audio books to the students. The
campus also provides free wi-fi system for use as the library offers LAN and ICT facilities to students
and staff alike.

To facilitate the availability of ample learning resources for people with print disabilities, the library
has the provision of audio books for students. It also has an enabling unit with a Braille library,
computers, and other facilities like readers, writers, scanning, printouts etc. to aid visually and
physically challenged students. The designated library staff keeps updating the record of all the
academic material.

The library subscribes to 13 newspapers and 20 magazines. Total number of magazines and journals
subscribed: All the journals subscribed by Delhi University Library system.
